A. Imagine Kutzky: Andy Masterpole—Proposed Walgreens
· Current plan for Walgreens on corner of Civic Center Dr. and 11th Avenue (site of International Buffet) involves removing four six-unit apartment buildings to the west of the building.

· The Planning Commission approved the zoning change (from residential to commercial) and land use change portions of the plan and tabled the general development site plan approval. 

· There was much discussion amongst meeting attendees about the pros and cons of the new plan—most of the objections center around the possibility of increased traffic on 4 1/2 Street.

· Imagine Kutzky plans to discuss Kutzky residents’ concerns and suggestions and hopefully come up with some alternatives to take to the Planning Commission. This issue will be discussed further at the next Kutzky meeting on May 12. The next Planning Commission meeting (public) will be on May 13.
