I. Officers’ Reports

A. Treasurer’s Report—Suzanne Segovis

II.  Committee Reports

A. Imagine Kutzky: Sean Allen/Scott Hebbring

· Cascade Creek Development project: Developers are continuing to work with Imagine Kutzky and First Homes to finalize this project in both content and design. Sean showed KPNA members a rough diagram of the project.

· Neighborhood houses: First Homes will probably acquire 814 W. Center Street; 1126 W. Center St. will be torn down to make way for a 4-unit condo building.

III. Old Business

A. Kutzky Park Clean-up
· Will be held on April 18, 2009. The plan is usually to show up at the park around 9 a.m. Gloves and trash bags will most likely be provided.

B. City-Wide Tree Planting

· Still planned for April 25, 2009. City will pre-dig many holes as well as provide initial water and mulch. Contact the city if you have spots you’d like to see trees planted.

IV. New Business

A. City Council Report: Michael Wojcik

· The city may have some money to put toward updating some of the restaurant business in Kutzky Park.
·  Olmsted County is considering plans for an eight million dollar “wet house” to house homeless alcoholics. Funding for the facility would come from state, federal, and philanthropic grants. According to Wojcik, studies have shown that this type of facility can decrease associated costs by 80%.
· Wojcik reiterated to KPNA that one of his primary goals as a councilman is to deal with neighborhood issues caused by bad landlords.
